Veterans Initiatives and Plans for 2026

2026 VA Disability Rates: VA disability pay rates will increase by 2.8%, effective December 1,
2025, based on a 2.8% COLA.

GI Bill reinstatement: GI Bill benefits reinstated for veterans discharged for refusing the
COVID-19 vaccine.

EHR rollout: The VA plans to resume the rollout of its new Electronic Health Record (EHR) system
to 13 new sites in 2026, with $3.4 billion allocated in a recent spending bill.

Disability claims: The VA has released a new video tutorial to assist veterans in filing disability
claims online.

Homelessness grants: The VA awarded $84 million in grants to combat veteran homelessness.

Veterans' ACCESS Act: The Veterans' ACCESS Act of 2025 is being considered to ensure veterans
are educated on healthcare choices and have timely access to care.

House Committee actions: The House Committee on Veterans' Affairs reported out 25 bills for
consideration, including legislation aimed at modernizing the VA disability appeals process and
ending certain controls over healthcare choice.

Mission statement update: The VA has announced an updated mission statement, which
recognizes its "sacred commitment to all Veterans, their families, caregivers and survivors".

Health equity: A special issue of Health Equity was published to focus on improving care for
minority veterans.

Prostate cancer research: The VA is developing an Al that can predict aggressive prostate cancer.
